This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Richard Hill our school music curriculum is informed by the National Curriculum and we use a scheme called Kapow. This is currently taught in both single year groups and mixed year group models. Planning is based on procedural, declarative and tacit knowledge with a spiral curriculum with small, incremental steps in learning.
Music is inclusive for all learners.
Children are taught music on a weekly basis in their classes. 
Kapow Primary gives full coverage of the KS1 and KS2 Music National Curriculum, including EYFS. It maps our units to the statutory requirements for the subject.
The content of Kapow Primary’s Music units has been categorised into four key strands: Performing; Listening; Composing; and The history of music, with one overarching strand: Inter-related dimensions of music. We have plotted our Music units against the Development matters statements and the Early learning goals for EYFS, and the national curriculum statements for KS1 and KS2 Music, and identified which of the strands each unit covers.
There are also cross-curricular links within each unit. Whilst we don’t teach in themes at Richard Hill children are encouraged to recall and connect learning through our whole school curriculum days.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	We have a whole school choir that are taught weekly by a specialist choir teacher. There is a small group choir that meet afterschool on a weekly basis. 
We have a peripatetic music teacher who offers lessons in keyboard, guitar and violin. Children are able to take part in this from year 2 onwards and Pupil Premium children have these lessons subsidised by the school.
On a termly rotating basis there is an afterschool club offer of a music club. The children have been offered ensemble glockenspiel, ukelele and recorder instrument learning as part of this club. 
Children take part in singing on a daily basis during collective worship. The songs we learn in Collective Worship are then performed at our Church Services each term. 



Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	The children have multiple opportunities across their time with us to take part in musical events. In Early Years the children do a Nativity Production, in KS1 the children take part in a Christmas production and our Year 6 children do an end of year production. The rest of the school are audience members at these performances. 
The children have concerts at Harvest, Christmas and Easter where they perform to parents and the village community at our local church, All Saints in Thurcaston. The children who have instrument lessons also have a Christmas and Summer concert to the school and parents. 
In KS1 the children visit the Curve theatre in Leicester to see a professional show take place as part of our Long-Term Plan of Educational Trips and Visits. At Christmas we have a school pantomime from a visiting theatre company who perform to the whole school.
From Foundation Stage to year 6 the children have a weekly singing assembly as our school Choir. 
The school make use of the Richard Hill Charity each year to have specialist music performers come into school for example we have a yearly visit from a local folk singing group. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Music is valued at Richard Hill in a range of ways that have been demonstrated in this plan. 
Music is a subject that will have monitoring through M and E cycles by school leaders throughout the next academic year. The use of a subject leader tool by Evaluate-ed will help the subject leaders in the next steps for monitoring and improving the subject.
Music clubs and music focus in Amazing After School Club will continue to be reviewed on a termly basis. 
Music is an area we would like to see developed further by being part of a larger trust (Richard Hill joined Learn Academy Trust in February 2024) with Trust wide music events. 
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
