	This has been a great addition to the free-flow in EYFS. It is used daily and our young leaders take groups in there during lunchtime. 
	A young leader-based club could be beneficial to use the area and play games with the children. 

	Outdoor gym equipment. 
	We have had an outdoor gym area built for all children to use. This has impacted the children’s upper body strength and balance. 
	This will be continued to be used daily by the children on their P.E days when they have P.E kit on. 

	School P.E top for all children. 
	This has really boosted the profile of P.E the children are all in correct kit meaning they are able to participate fully in the learning. They also arrive in  their kits so there is no time wasted getting changed. 
	P.E tops will continue to be used and old tops returned to the school for future use and swaps. 

	Membership to PE Passport
	This has had a huge impact in ensuring teachers have fidelity to a scheme and can easily access P.E resources and lesson plans. We also use it to assess children’s sporting ability against the national curriculum.  
	We have signed up again. 

	Little Springers gymnastic club
	We had a free 6 week club that was so well attended that we bought into 10 weeks of gymnastics for KS1 and KS2. 
	This will run again this year. 

	Daily Boost 
	Every morning the children are active for 15 minutes per day. We take part in the morning mile, choose Tuesday, skipping Wednesday and Hula-hooping Thursdays.
